Christmas in Britain, and most particularly in England, is the biggest party season of the
year. Christmas Day itself, the start of the great holiday period, is the one day in the year on which
the head of state — the King — speaks to the nation. Christmas Day is the high point of a festive
period that lasts at least two days, but depending on the calendar, can become a holiday period of up
to nine days, and one which people have been getting ready for up to two months.

Not only is Christmas Day, December 25th, a public holiday, but so is the day after
Christmas, December 26th, known as Boxing Day. In addition, according to a now-established
tradition, if one or both of these holidays fall on a Saturday or Sunday, Britons enjoy one or two
extra days of public holidays on the Monday and possibly on the Tuesday that follow. In 2023,
December 25th being a Monday, most activity in Britain except shopping will close down from
some time on Friday December 2nd to Tuesday 26th inclusive. Some firms let their employees off
as from the evening of December 22nd, and until the morning of January 2nd. As for public
transport, services are considerably reduced during the two days of 25 and 26 December.

For
instance people did not used to celebrate New Year with fireworks (they were reserved for Bonfire
Night), but last year and this all across England people were setting off fireworks on the stroke of
midnight.

Great importance was placed on who was first through the door at the start of the New Year.
The details varied from region to region, and even within regions at different times. For example, in
some traditions, if a dark, handsome man was first through the door carrying salt, coal and bread it
would signify good luck for the New Year. However, a woman would mean bad luck, even more so
if it was a young, red haired.

Mistletoe is one of those plants we associate with New Year and the festive season along
with holly and fir trees. Many of us love to decorate our homes with mistletoe in December. Plus,
there’s the superstition that you must kiss if caught standing under the mistletoe at Christmas.

This means that the
festival can occur on any Sunday between March 22 and April 25. Easter is not only the end of the
winter it is also the end of Lent, traditionally a time of fasting in the Christian calendar. Therefore it
is often a time of fun and celebration.
